The Rector Sector 
Happy People 

 

A friend and I are walking (in stages) the Capital Ring – linked footpaths which will 
eventually take us right round London.  The last instalment was from the new Olympic 
Stadium to Crouch End.  Now, thirty years ago, I used to live in Crouch End.  By the 
time we got there this January, we were cold, tired, hungry, thirsty and sorely in need 
of a pub.  I told my friend, however, “You won’t like the pubs in Crouch End.” I 
couldn’t remember why, but I knew I didn’t like them.  We had to go into two before I 
remembered the reason.  In the first, the only other customers were a group of 
miserable looking men, listening to the racing and marking off their losers in the 
“Racing Post”.  The other was full of young people, couples even, but they too didn’t 
look very happy. I said to my friend, “If we’d been going to a pub in Halling or 
Cuxton, the other people in there would have been smiling and laughing.  They would 
have come up and said, ‘Do you want a drink, Vicar,’ and ‘What’s your friend 
having?’” 
 
Looking back, I reminisced, “I don’t think I made any friends in Crouch End except 
for in the church and it took them six months to speak to a newcomer and, funnily 
enough, the people you met at services or in study groups, didn’t appear to recognise 
you if they met you in the street or on the bus.” 
 
It’s supposed to be to do with the fact that human beings can get to know fairly well 
only 150 – 200 people.  That means we know at least by sight most of the people we 
meet in the village.  We have some idea of what they are like, whether they are good 
company or not to be trusted.  In cities, we tend to treat everyone as strangers, as 
people we can’t really trust.  There are too many people to get to know well.  So we 
assume the worst and trust no-one. 
 
The two morals of this story are that we should cherish the sense of community we 
enjoy in the villages and that we should be more open to trusting strangers.  It is better 
to go through life ready to make friends and occasionally to be disappointed, than it is 
to live fearfully and friendless.
