June 1989

unemployed young people up the east coast of Eddgtam Rochester to Whitby. The idea was
to do street drama at various ports of call ormthg up and then to join in some celebrations at
Whitby Abbey. | thought it sounded great and wardenhether | could go along as their
chaplain.

Simultaneously, the first Halling Fun Day was beingoted, as | expect you will read elsewhere.
That year St John the Baptist Day {2#ine) fell on a Saturday and we on the commitéeided
that it would be good to hold the event on our &l Festival. The day began with a service of
Holy Communion in the parish church with Rt Rev'dckbel Turnbull, then Bishop of Rochester.
There followed a procession from the church tordoeeation ground. The bishop led with me an
Bob Smith, the chairman of the parish council. réhgere guides in uniform and many members
of the public had come in fancy dress. A photolgrafthe procession featured on the bishop’s
Christmas card that year. In the afternoon wedtalts and traditional games including tug o’ war
In the evening, there was music in the open airdamting. | seem to remember so many people
coming that the caterers ran out of food! And tleathier was so warm!

Meanwhile, it turned out that there were no unerygdoyoungsters wanting to take the boat trip t
the celebrations at Whitby. Despite widening tbelf eligibility, they never did find enough
people for the boat and it was decided to cycM/kotby instead and to be sponsored for the
Church Urban Fund. The group would be met by a begraf the royal family. | was naturally
very keen to join in with this, but they were leayifrom Rochester on 24lune and there was no
way | could miss the Halling Fun Day!

So | decided that | would catch up with the cyslish the Sunday. That meant leaving after the
8.00 Communion service at Cuxton and riding twosdayileage in one. | think it took me almost
twelve hours to reach Kings Lynn on a day so hat the tarmac was melting. | really enjoyed
taking the Tilbury ferry and seeing parts of Eskkad not visited for years and the fens which |
had never been to. | caught up with our parthatyouth hostel and there followed three shorter
days in excellent company: up into the LincolnsMrelds, torrential rain, when | (especially) was
dressed only for blazing sunshine, across the Hulbdge to Hull (but not back), early
Communion at Beverley Minster, and up over the Nafrkshire Moors to Whitby — where the
celebrations had been cancelled and there was miogvaoyalty. But it was great. We saw so
much of the beauty of God’s creation. There wasoghportunity to worship Him under the open
sky and in church buildings. There was fellowsdmal friendship in the group. And we raised a
decent sum for a worthwhile cause. A fitting fellon for me to the First Halling Fun Day.

Management Committee of the Community Centre, withat whose help we would not have
been able to offer this quality of entertainment.

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It is every owner's moral duty & also theirlegal r  esponsibility to clean up after their dog.

The problem

The highly emotive problem of fouling is constantly referred to in arguments against dog ownership & the issue of access for
dogs in public places. The UK's millions of dogs produce an estimated thousand tonnes of mess each day. As the authorities
cannot be expected to impose separate rules for responsible & irresponsible owners, then it is up to us to ‘clean up our act'
from within the dog owning community, to safeguard the right to freely exercise our dogs.

Parks and bans

The disgust that dog mess causes to those who have stepped in it, sat by it or seen their local parks & beaches ruined by it
through others' laziness, is felt keenly enough by responsible dog owners who walk there every day. The offence & anger this
fouling causes to the general public is so great that letters of complaint on the subject are received daily by MPs & councillors
across the UK. While these complaints have sometimes resulted in more special bins being provided & awareness raising
projects being funded, they have also led to campaigns & policies which punish not only the guilty, selfish owners & their
dogs, but all of us. The result? You & your companion could be banned from your own local park.

The countryside

Dog mess is not only a problem in our towns, cities & urban areas. Some owners, visiting the countryside & coasts, seem to
forget about their duty when they are out of town. Car parks at popular beauty spots, public forests & heathland are often
surrounded by the mess of visiting dogs. Sadly these are often the same areas where other people picnic, children play & all
visitors have access. Wherever you are, you must always collect & dispose of your dog’s mess thoughtfully.

The law

Local authorities have the power to introduce & enforce dog fouling byelaws under which a person in charge of a dog can be
heavily fined for allowing dogs to foul in a public place. The Clean Neighbourhoods & Environment Act 2005 applies to local
authority designated land which may include roads, parks & other public areas within the local authority’s boundaries. In fact,
they can designate any land which is open to the air & to which the public are entitled or permitted to have access — look out
for signs stating this soon in the Medway area!!!! An offence is committed if a person in charge of a dog fails to clean up its
faeces. It is no defence to claim ignorance of the dog's actions, the law, or not to have a device available to remove the
faeces. This could result in a prosecution & fine.

The solutions
« If you have a garden, teach your dog to 'go’ there, before you leave home . The faeces can then be bagged & put straight
into your dustbin, burnt or digested in a sunken 'dog-loo’.

» Always carry the means to clear up after your dog. Research shows that simple plastic bags are far more convenient, more
effective and cheaper than any cumbersome poop scoops. Your bags should be as unforgettable as a lead when you take
your dog out.

 Every time your dog fouls, 'bag it and bin it’ - whether it is in a park or a roadside gutter. Remember the rain does not wash
the problem away, as some lazy, anti-social people think.

» Respect your local authority's rules on dog-free areas. Dogs cannot read signs, so it is up to you to keep them away from
children's play areas & sports pitches. If dog waste bins have been provided, then use them. Local authorities monitor
their usage to gauge their effectiveness.

* Never let your dog out alone to 'go to the loo'. This should go without saying, but does still happen. Apart from the fouling
problem, you may never see your companion again.

 Get your dog wormed regularly.  Visit your veterinary surgery for advice on the products suitable for your pet & how often
you will need them.

* Politely but firmly encourage guilty owners you meet to do their duty . You do not need to be rude, simply offer them one of
your bags. Embarrassment over their unacceptable behaviour gets better results & is often safer than abuse.

» Always wash your hands after a walk or petting your dog & before eating. While Toxocara infections are very rare & are
more likely to affect children (because of their play habits), remember however, adults can become ill too.

It is every owner's duty to clean up after their dog. There are no excuses. Fouling is unacceptable.
